We hope to count on our members who have always been integrated into ABERGO and 
with those who want to join, returning as an associate, or as a new associate. Our challenge 
will be immense, and we need to be together and seek in each one the participation in the 
construction of this new era, called by some the new normal, which although it is not 
normal yet, already needs us professionals who are increasingly connected and focused on 
the human being.
